The Town of Montague Airport Commission is seeking statements of qualification from qualified airport engineering and planning consultants to provide services, as required, for various airport projects for a three (3) year period beginning June 1, 2023.  Turners Falls Municipal Airport is preparing a multi-year development and maintenance plan under the Federal Aviation Administration Airport Improvement Program and the Massachusetts Aeronautics Commission Airport Safety and Maintenance Program.  Airport engineering and consulting services may be required from time to time.

Projects in the three year period may include, but are not limited to, the following:
Airport Obstruction Removal
Wildlife Hazard Management Plan
Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan Updates
Construct SRE Storage Building
Design / Execute Vegetation Management Plan
Install Fencing and Gates
Tribal and Archaeological Investigation for Planned Runway Expansion
Planned Runway Expansion (1,000Ft)
Execution Of State Airport Safety and Maintenance Program Funding Projects
Apron and Taxi-lane construction

Turners Falls Municipal Airport is a General Aviation Airport with an annual operating budget of over $390,000 seated on 318 acres.  The airport's single runway (16-34) is 3,200 feet long by 75 feet wide, paved with bituminous concrete.  Support facilities include one on-airport town operated FBO, airport related businesses, maintenance and storage hangars, commercial non-aviation warehousing, and an Administration Building.

The Airport Commission will utilize the Massachusetts Designer Selection Process (MGL Chapter 7, Section 38K) and FAA Advisory Circular 150/5100-14C guidelines in the solicitation and award of the consultant contract.  The response must include the following information:
1. Company Background – Including: the name, description, and size of the firm; the location of the main office and the office from which the requested services will be provided; and a description of the consulting services that the firm offers, noting which services will be performed by subcontractors.
2. Project Experience – Including: a list of similar projects performed at similarly sized airports; a list of experience with environmental permitting and archaeological / historical / Native American Cultural issues; and a list of current work.
3. Project Team – Including: an organizational chart; resumes of key personnel; explanations of the firm’s affirmative action program and their use of DBE/WBE’s; and descriptions of key sub consultants.
4. References – Including a list of references with addresses and telephone numbers and any additional information that you feel will be helpful to the Airport Commission. 
5. Overhead / Cost Analysis-Include: A breakdown of basic fixed costs / fees / overhead related to general work, not to include specialized projects, tasks, or work.

The term of the contract shall be not more than three years.  The Airport Commission reserves the right to cancel the contract at any time, separate the project(s), and award contracts to more than one firm if it is deemed to be in the best interest of the Airport.

The Airport Commission may discard any or all submissions as best suits their interests. Qualified proponents will be requested to join the Airport Commission for an interview in March 2023 by an independent board comprised of town officials, Airport Commission members, and the Airport Manager.
