Bryan Camden (Manager), Jackie Marks (Gale), Matt Caron (Gale), Frank Russo (AOPA),
Motion by Keith to approve the minutes of October 10th, 2018, seconded by Gary, all vote yes, motion passes.
Gale Report
AIP-19- At this time all MPU chapters and the ALP have been reviewed and approved by the commission. They are now being forwarded to the FAA and DOT for review and comment. The MPU open house was on November 3rd, and was attended by members of the community and airport commission, approx 15 visitors total.
AIP-20- Snow Removal Equipment Update. The contract is still looking like deliver of the large truck and plow to occur sometime in mid December. The John Deere tractor attachments are already here, delivered in August, ready for use. 
AIP-21- Runway obstruction analysis paperwork was prepared by Gale and was signed and mailed out before the October 19th deadline. The FAA project readiness forms are due to the FAA on November 30th 2018. They should be signed this evening. 
Manager Report
This year we have so far applied for assistance via 2 ASMP grants, the first is for tree removal along Industrial Blvd, the other is for the purchase of a much needed airport pickup truck. We will be notified in January if we will get one or both of the projects funded thru the state. Insurance requirement in airport land lease discussion continues. After several months of research and talks, it was voted on to change land lease wording in regards to insurance requirements for property. Motion by Keith to change land lease insurance requirements to proposed new language, Second by Brian. Motion Passes Unanimously. Consultant selection will be posted in the central register in the coming week, as well as the Recorder and Reporter. We will be closing it on the 14th of December and planning on reviewing it at the January 2019 meeting. There is still no response from the tribes regarding the tribal access agreement at this time. Mowing of the airport was once again brought up, and GZA was asked to visit the site with NHESP to review our current mowing practices. There was no noted concerns or problems with the way that the field is currently maintained. As required by MGL, the airport manager is filing a Disclosure by non elected municipal employee of financial interest form with the commission to determine if his new job working on aircraft will affect his performance with the airport. The commissions discussed the matter and the decision was that it would not have any affect on the current position. Motion by Gary to sign Conflict of Interest paperwork for Airport Manager Bryan Camden to perform aircraft maintenance on the airfield, second by Keith, Motion Passes Unanimously. 
Treasurer’s report – We have expended $18,491.21; Income is $18,817.22; balance of $30,047.79 or 67% remaining. The budget message from the town in regards to FY20 is “level services”, however we will be seeking an increase of about 8.5%, not the expected 3.2% as instructed. A vote will be needed on the proposed budget next meeting.
Tribal Update: Limited communication regarding the access agreement, no official response.
